REGQUESTS the Interim Committee of the Gensxal tssembly, in accordance
with persgraph 2 (a) of the resolution of the General A.gembly of
13 November 1947, establishing that Cormittee, to:

1. Consider the problem of votlng in the Securitry CLuncil, taking into

asccount 81l proposals which have teen or may be sutmitted by Members of the

United Nations to the second session of the General Assembly or to the

Interim Committee;

2, Consult with any committee which the Security Council may designate

to co-operate with the Interim Committee in the study of the problems;

3. Report, with its conclusicns, to the third sesslon of the General

Assembly, the report to be trensmitted to the Secretary-General not later

then 15 July 1948, end by the Secretery-General %o the lMember Stetes and

to the Generasl Assembly.

REGUESTS the permanent members of the Security Council to consult with one
another on the problem of ﬁoting in the Security Council in order to secure
sgreement among them on meesures to ensure the prompt and offective exerclse
by the Security Council of its functlons. '
